F the twenty-first psalm which

hath been read in its turn : we
ought first diligently to consider what
it containeth in the superscription :
that having understood its beginning
we may the more easily grasp its
the

may be rightly inferred. For it is
inscribed thus, Unto the end, for the
beginning of the morning, a psalm for
David himself. Unless I be mistaken,
the beginning of the morning always
precedeth the rising of the sun : and
before the gleaming brilliance of rays
illuminateth the world : dawn putteth
an end to the darkness of night, and

gradually disperseth the gloom of

blindness : a certain appearance and
light is poured out upon all things.
And while the world hath lain in
confusion as if under a wall of
darkness : with the arrival of dawn a
divers variety of appearances is dis-
tinguished.
